
A.C.T. On-Line Services Advisory Group (OLSAG)

March 1997 – November 1998

Function

Generally, provide advice to the A.C.T. Government in relation to opportunities for on-line services, with particular reference to the Internet

Specifically, advise the Minister and Officers participating in Online Council.

Formation

Formed March 1997, with 11 members, 2 being A.C.T. Government officers.

Membership

A group of 11 (or more?) people with relevant personal expertise.

The overall composition is intended to ensure a degree of representation of a reasonably comprehensive range of economic and social interests.

The current membership is as per the Attachment.  It includes 5 of the original members (4 of the other 6 left Canberra, 1 resigned due to work-pressure, 1 swapped).

Chair Crispin Hull March-December 1997, until his resignation;  subsequently by Roger Clarke (possibly without confirmation by the Minister).

Modus Operandi

Periodic meetings, driven in particular (but not exclusively) by Online Council timings.  Meetings are held approximately bi-monthly, about 5 per annum.

Continual communications by email.
